the use of the Commission.
SECTION VII. Upon receipt of

such recommendation from a confer
ence, the Commission shall review the
same, and may approve any or all ot
the recommendation or disapprove
any or all of them and recommit the
subject to the same or a new confer
once. If the Commission ' approves
the recommendations of the 'confer
ence. It shall give public notice by ad'
vertlsement In at least one newspap
er in each county of the state of Its
Intention to Issue an order declaring
such recommendation to be the legal
minimum wage Tr female worker
in said occupation and shall likewise
give notice ot a publio hearing there-
on to be held not earlier than four-
teen days from the, date ot such pub-

lication. After such notice and such
public hearing, the Commission may
In its dlscreton Issue an obligatory
order to be effective In sixty days
from the date of said order, specify-
ing the minimum wage for women In
the occupation affected, or any branch
thereof, and after such order is ef
fective, it shall be unlawful fof anyi
employer In said occupation to em
ploy women over eighteen (18) years
of age for less than the rate ot wages
specified for such women. The order
Bhall be published tn at least one
newspaper In each county of the state
and a copy of the order shall be Bent
by mall, so far as practicable, to each
employer In occupation In question,
and each such employer shall be re
quired to post a copy of said order in
each building In which women affect-
ed by the order are employed.

SECTD0-- VIII. Whenever a min-
imum rate has been established in
any occupation, upon petition of eith-
er employers or employes, the Com-

mission may at Its decretlon recon-
vene the former conference or call a
new one, and any recommendations
made by such a conference shall be
dealt with In the same manner as the
original recommendations of a con-

ference.
SECTION IX. For any occupation

In which a minimum time rate only

The wording and text ot the mea-

sure proposed for legislative enact-
ment 'by the minimum wage bill for
minor and women people, eovera a
field thoroughly that for the past tew
years has boen much discussed In all
states of the Union. When Miss Olea-so- n

comes from Portland this week
to work tn behalf ot the measure, she
will distribute a copy of the proposed
bill which reads:

SECTDON I. There I hereby es-

tablished a Minimum Wage Oummlsa
ton for the state of Ore . Salt'
Commission shall be compor.J'of five
I e. sous appointed by the Dovernor.
Tbf first appointment aball be made
w:uln thl,ly day (30) from the pass-- V

ot this act; one for the eriu end-

ing January 1. 1)14; two to- - the term
ending January 1, 1915, and two for
the term ending January 1, 19i.6; pro-

vided, however, Ibat at the expira-
tion of their respective term,' their
successors. shall be appointed to serve
a full term of three year. 4n? va-

cancy shall be filled for the unexpir-
ed portion of the term in which the
vacancy shall occur. The Governor
shall designate the chairman of the
Commission, and the Commissioner
of labor., statistics ' and Inspector of
Factories and Workshops shall act as
secretary to the Commission. Thre
members of the Commission shall
substitute a quorum at all regular
meeting, and public hearings..

SECTION' II. The members of
said Commission shall draw no sal-

ary, but shall be allowed five dollars

($5.00) per diem while attending
the sessions of the Commission, while

fro'ng to and coming from said sess-

ions; also actual traveling and other
expenses while engaged in the per-

formance of their official duties. The
Commission may designate one mem-

ber tutireof as executive officer of the
Commission. In the conferences of

employers and employes, hereinafter
provided for'. Said member shall be

allowed iflve dollars ($5.00) per diem

while engaged on such duties. All

claims for expenses incurred by the

Commission or its members shall.

after approval by the Commission, be

passed to the secretary of state for

payment by warrant upon the state
treasurer.

SBCTIO.V III. It Bhall be the duty
of the' Commission to ascertain 'the
wages and, hours of labor ot women

and minors in the various occupa

tions, industries and trades in which
said women and minors are employ
ed in the state of Oregon. To this
end. said Commission shall have full

power and authority to call for state-

ments regarding and examine either
through Its members, the Labor Com

mlssloner or other authorized repre- -

npntBtlvpg. all books, nay rolls or

Other records of all persons, firms and
cornorattons employing females or

minors as to any matters that would
have a bearing upon the question of

wages.
80CTION IV. Every employer of

women and minors shall keep a reg
ister of the names of all women and
minors employed by him and shall On

request permit the Commission or any
of Its members or agents to inspect
such register.

SECTION V.' The Commission
shall specify time to hold public
hearings at which time employers,
employes or other, Interested persons
may appear and give testimony as to
the matter- - under consideration. The
Commission shall have power to sub
poena witnesses and to administer
oaths. All. wltnetses subpoenaed by
the Commission shall be paid the us
ual mileage and per diem allowed by
our courts tn civil case.

SECTION. VI. If, after Investiga
tion, the Commission is of the opin-
ion that In any occupation, trade or

Industry, the wage paid to female

employes are Inadequate to supply the

SECTDON XIV. It any employe
hall receive less than the legal min-

imum wage, ahe hll be entitled ' to
recover in a civil action In Justice
court the full amount of her legal
minimum wage as herein provided for

together with cost and attorney
fee to be Axed by the court, notwith-

standing- any agreement to work for
such lesser wage, tn such action,
however, the employed shall be cred-

ited with any wages which have been
paid upon account

Section XV. All questions arising
under this act shall, except a oth-

erwise herein provided, be determin-
ed by , the commission. There shall
be a right of appeal to the circuit
court of the state of Oregon oh ques-
tions of law, and the commission may
report questions of law to the su-

preme court for Itl determination.
In all proceeding in the supreme
court, the attorney general shall ap-

pear for the commission.
Section XVI. The commission Bhall

biennially make a repo-.- t the gov-

ernor and state legislature of JHs In-

vestigations and proceedings
Section XVII. There is hereby ap-

propriated annually out ot any mon-

eys In the state treasury, not Other-

wise appropriated. the sum of two
thousand dollars ($2000), or as much
thereof as may be necessary to meet
the expenses of the commission.

Section XVHII. This act shall take
effect upon Its passage.

Section XIX All acts qr part of
