Frazier River Claims Seventy-Five d
One Hundred Men On Ferry Trying
To Cross Swift Stream—Few Swim

Horror Made Lews Severe,

Winnepeg, Jan. 6.—That 75 labor«
ers were drowned Saturday while try=
ing to cross the Fragzier river near
Fort George, British Columbia, is
reported to the immigration officialn
today by Angelo Puglies, a railroad
worker who has just arrived here
from the scene of the disaster. The
men were ferrying aceods the stream
when the barge sank urder them.
One hundred men wers on the fer-
ry, one.of whom was Puglies. HE
said the cruft became unmanagable
and sank, Some swam ashore but
[the swift current made swimming
nearly impossible. The men were
dashed to daath on the rocks ama
‘carried through the rapids, Twenty-
five men were rescued, A majority
were railroaders.

New York, Jan, 6—~Rescue of five
more survivors of the Oklahoma
which sank at sean Sundey night, is
reported by wireless from the Booth
liner Gregory. The men are Fred
Booth, George Johnson, W. Haaht,
John Koasick and Jacob Swanson.
