These deductions include interest
paid, taxes, losses by fires or in trade,
storm, etc., not compensated by in-
surance, necessaly business cmpenses
not including household, personal
family or living expenses, debts which |
have been charged off as worthless, |
and losses from wear and tear toi
property, limited to a certain rrer|
cent of the whole value. On the
difference between these two parts|
is figured the amount of the net in-
