Ship Struck in a Hayfield.

The remains of an excursion steam-
er may be seen In a bayfield three
hundred feet above the lake of Loen,
in Norway. This oddly placed wreck
is the sole relic of a terrible land-
glide which took place in 1908, when
the whole side of a mountain sudden-
ly slipped into the lake, ralsing a
great wave more than 200 feet high.
which drowned everybody living along
the shores, more than 60 people per-
ishing. The steamer, which was
moored on the lake at the time, was
carried on the crest of the wave over
& perpendicular cliff and deposited,
as already stated, more than 200 feet
above the mormal level of the water,
more than 2 guarter of a mile away |
from its anchorage. It Is a torn and
battered wreck, every bit of wood-
work has been wrenched off, and the
twisted steel work testifies to the
force of the wave which cast it
ashore.—Wide World Magazine.

predatory animals were killed by fed-l
eral officers on the national forests, ac
cording to an actual count of car-!
casses. An indeterminate number of |
animals, whose bodies were not found, |
are presumed to have died from poi- |
son.
The ranger's bag of beasts of pre?!
this year, as shown by forest gervice
fgures, was made up of 206 bears, |
2,541 coyotes, 123 mountain llons, €2 |
Iinx, 588 wild cats, 64 wolves and 97
walf pups. The figures indicate that
the natlonal [forests are becoming
cleared of wild anlmals that prey upon
domestie live stock and game, for the
forest ranger fills in odd moments be-
tween other jobs by thinning out “un-
desirable citizens" of the animal world.
Wolves are said to cause greater losses
to western stockmen than any other
of the predatory animals. It is esti-
mated that a family of wolves will de-
siroy about $3,000 worth of stock per
annum and that one able-bodied wolf
costs the grazing industry $600 a sea-
gon. The wolves are of two classes—
the amaller prairie wolves or coyotes
and the larger gray, black, or timber
waolves, called “lobos." These latter are
the great stock destroyers against
which the campaign of the rangers
has been waged.

son or baited steel traps or, by wateh-
ing tralls ané hiding near a wolf's den,
are able to shoot ong or both of the
old wolves when they return from
foraging. In no other way, according
Lo the forest service, can the number
of wolves be kept down so well as by
finding their dens and destroying the
young.

The skins of the predatory animals
killed by the rangers are either kept
88 souvenirs or sold for a price or for
bounty. Wolf skins in the west are
pald to bring from $4 to §6 for robes
and rugs; a mountain lion skin, $10 to
$20; and a bear skin, anywhere from
$20 to $160, according to size and spe-
cles. In addition to this there are
bountles on bears, llons and wolves
in most of the western stock states,
Wyoming, In ten years, has paid out,
it is said, over $65,000 in bounties on
wolves alone znd $95,000 more on
coyotes and mountain lions, Through
his activity against thess pests the
forest ranger, it Is said, has saved
the stockmen many thousands of dol-
lars during the year, while the pro-
tection to game animals, such as deer,
ek and antelope, is of almost equal
importence.
