Yery Small Percent of Registrations
| are Those of Women.

{  Women are not taking advantage of
'thejr rights of equal suffrage to any
great extent, if registration is an in-
fallible index. A bare ten percent of
tne registration so far represents wo-
men. Out of the total registration to
date but 82 women have fulfilled the
legal requirements to participate in
the election of county and state officers
or in the making of new laws or in
passing on laws enacted by the leg-
islature. Union county, when com-
pared to other counties in the western |
part of the state, is lagging behind in

taking testimony and it is hardly like-
ly that the case will be ready for the
jury before tonight.

In an effort to save money and to
expedite matters Judge Knowles has
been holding night sessions for the
past two weeks or more and it is like-
ly that another night session is in
order in the above mentioned case.
Attorneys have been busy for a month
and the end is not yet in sight.
