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HOME GARDENING DIRECTED BY

THE SCHOOL.

Home gardening directed by
' the

school is offered by Dr. P. P. Clax-to- n,

United States commissioner
of education, as a solution for some

of the most pressing educational and

economic problems in city and surbur--

ban life. Doctor Claxton would have

every vacant town lot transformed
into a garden, where boys and girls
would raise vegetables, berries and
fruit for pleasure and for profit. He

would have one teacher in the com-

munity employed twelve months in

the year to teach elementary science

in school and direct the home garden
work after school, on Saturdays and

during the summer vacation.

Of the 13,000,000 children between

the ages of six and 20 in the cities,

towns, manufacturing villages, and

suburban communities of the United

States, according to Doctor Claxton,

not more than 15 per cent are away
from home during the summer vaca-

tion or engaged in regular employ-

ment. The remaining 85 per cent re-

main at home without any useful,
healthful productive occupation requir-

ing any large part of their time. On

the other hand, there are many valu-

able lots that are serving no useful

purpose. The problem is to bring this
land and these children together.

It is Dr. Claxton'8 idea that in every
school and community there should

be at least one teacher who knows

gardening, both theoretically and prac-

tically. This teacher should teach the

elementary sciences in the schools

during the school hours and should

out of school hours, direct the home

gardening of the children between the

ages of seven and eight and 14 or 15.
