Hospital Fees Provided.
"The act provides for the payment

of the Industrial Accident fund of

hospital and medical treatment not
exceeding $250 in any one case, ex-

penses of burial not to exceed $100

in any one case and monthly compen-

sation to injured workmen or their
dependents ranging from $25 to $75

per month and continuing from one

day to life, depending on the work-

man's injury, the size of his family,
the amount of wages at the time of

injury and other conditions.
