General Gonzaies is closing in from
the east. To the north, the federal
garrison has no escape, except into
rebel territory, and this avenue they
would not likely tuke. To the =outh
the line of retreat is cut off by the
forces under general Benavides and
Herrera, who are holding the roads
in San Louis Potosi, The rebel
strength is overwhelming and stu-
dents of war declare it means the
capture of the entire federal army,
barring the unforseen.

When seen by an Observer reporter
| yesterday afternoon Mr, Cleaver
said;: |

“I am more than pleased with the
manner in which fruits of this val-
ley have stood the cold spell. 1t is
but another strong bit of evidence
in favor of the Grande Ronde wval-
A section of
country that can stand real cold
weather after much of the fruit ie
in blossom, is rensonably certain of a
crop each and every year.”

Mr. Cleaver started in the Imbler
country and inspeeted the feuit to
the south end of the valley. “I find,”
be continued, “that there will be at
least seventy-five per cent of a crop.
Beginning two miles north of Alicel
and from there to the center of the
valley the frecze was pretty solid, but
it happens there is very little fruit
raised in that particulur section, The
cherries on the Sand Ridge are hurt,
but as a whole the damage to the
valley is not heavy. All  through
Fruitdale there will be a good yield
anil in some localities peaches do not
scem to be harmed, T am very much
pleazed with condition after so many
nights of cold weather.”

This puts an end of the surmises
which have been going over the state
regarding Grande Ronde fruit. From
Cove comes the cheerful news that
“there will be cherries for all, as
usual.”
