United States government. So equip-

ped, this nation, it is inferred, would
be so thoroughly prepared for war
that no otheTnation would challenge
us.

By the way of encouraging the

public to empty its pockets, the ex-

amples of France gave their govern-
ment 200 aeroplanes; the people of

Germany presented the kaiser with

three dirigibles. It is not recorded
how .many of the three have followed
the Zeppelins to glory. However,
the statement is made that Frunce
has 1,000 aeroplanes, Germany 800,

Great Britain 700, Russia 900 and

Japan 300. To offset this the United
States has a miserly 20.

While no doubt exists that this

country has been backward in pro-

viding itself with a powerful air
fleet, the question remains whether

popular subscription is the best way
of providing it. If the national in-

terest demands nn enlnrged air fleet,
the duly of the congress to provide it
from the public funds is obvious. In
genernl'the rule can be laid down thai
the subscription game is overdone;
and that in this particular case it is

an undignified method of providing
the army and navy .with the necessary
tools.

When congress spends money, fur-

thermore, there are debates and pub-

licity which the nation could not ex-

act from the National American
Aviation association, an

organization. Except for
Mr. L. Rodney Berg, secretary pro-

tein, the names of the association's
officers are not published in its ap.
peal for funds. Mr. Berg's name
ooes not appear in Who's Who.. For
all we know he may be entirely free
from suspicion of boosting the areo-plan- e

business as much for the profits
of the manufacturers as for the pro-

tection of the nation. But stranger
things have happened.

Forming an association to do the

government's work is a habit wo
Americans have, and a costly one.

It means a duplication in machinery,
a waste of time, money and effi-

ciency, even if worse features are
absent. If the aviation association
cares more for the public defense
than for the business of producing
aeroplanes it will confine itself strict-
ly to propaganda, and let the United
States government buy its aeroplane
at first hand, just as it buys its bat-

tleships and hardtack.
