Croased the Plains With Ox Team
When Nine Years of Age.

Robert Young, well known to al-
most every citizen of Union county,

is dead, °

He was born in Johnson county,
Missouri, August 10, 1838 and crossed
the plains with his parents when
nine years of age, their conveyance
being an ox team. He made the
trip back to his native state ip 1854
on horseback, which was a%memor-
able event in his career. On Octo-
ber 2, 18580 he was married to
Elizabeth Ann Baker in Missouri and
again crossed the plains with an ox
team, this time going to California,
gettling in Pitt River valley. In
1864 he moved with his family to
the Willamette valley. where he re-
sided until 1872, at which time he
came to Hilgard, Oregon. He hsas
since been a resident of that section.

His death occurred June 12th after
an illness lasting since last October.
He leaves & widow and eleven chil-
dren to mourn the loss of a good
husband and & kind father. All
were present when he died.
