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In order to successfully reduce the
number of wormy apples to the min-
'imum at harvest time, it is very es-
sential to prevent as many of the
first brood of larvae or worms from
entering the fruit as is possible and
thereby  proportionately reduce the
number of the second brood which is
the more serious in the most sections
of the Grande Ronde valley. The first
brood of moths in Union county prob.
ubily appear about June 15 to June 80,
depending upon the climatie eundi
tions. This season a few of the moths
were noticed on June 15 and on June
20 quite 4 number were found,

The eggs, which are Imd singly,
are mintte, seale-like wl.[ets, about
one-twentieth of an inch in diameter,
pearly white in color and somewhat
translucent. They require from seven
to ten days to hatch.

The fruit should be covered witk
spray at the time eggs are hatching,
but it is considered the best policy ta
apply the spray at the time it will
be most effective in controlling the
maximum portion of the brood. If
spray is applied too early. the frni

will outgrow the covering before .lu
