School for Foresters,

The Districi, Forester, at Porl.lafld,
Ore., annmounces that the rangers'

guurtted its second session, and will
guntinue until March 31.

In their work for Uncle Sam, the
rengers gain much practical. knowl-
edge, but many of them have felt the
need of g more intimate knowledgo
o the technical side of forest work,
This course was designed to meet thit
need. The instructors are the tech-
nically trained men of the Portland
office, who have specisflized along
certain phases  of ftheir work; tha
teaching is done by means of lec-
tures which are mimeographéd and
sent out to the men in the field. The
studying is done after the day’s work
is over, for nothing must be allowed
to interfere with official duties.

Last year the lectures were ruther
general intone, and aimed to give the
rangers a broad view of the subject
of forestry. This year, however, the
lectures will take up special sub-
Jects connected with the actunl work
of the service in the Pacific North-
west.  In this way methods of plant-
ing and sowing, of timber appraisal,
characteristics of Northwest trevs,
land classification, fire protectiun,
forest surveys, ete., will be covered.
Three lectures per week will be sent
L AL
One hundred and  fifty-seven men
keve enrolled for the course. This
:vplcsenh« all the year-long rangers
in the District,- —ninetydthree in Ope-
fon, fifty-seven in Wiashington, aad
seven in Alaska.

No examination will be given this
year, but it may be found advisable
to send out a few questions, as g sort
of reviaw, at the end of tho course.
