GEO. H. H1MES GIVES LECTURE.

Tells of Eearly History of the State-St-ory

Brimming With Information.

Salem, Ore. Dec. 20. "Native born
Oregonians should be proud of the
land of their birth," Baid George H.

Himes, secretary of the Oregon His-

torical society last night in an address
on the early days of Oregon, at the
First Congregational church. "Ore-

gon and the northwest is the only
part of the United States that become
such through right of discovery, and
the only part tbst has never been un-

der the flag of another country."
The word Oregon was first used by

Jonathan Carver in 1776. He traveled
in parts of the central west after the
French, and Indian war, and wrote a
book on the country, wnich was pub-
lished in England in 1777.

Capital Gray, who sailed up the Col-

umbia in 1792 was the real discoverer
of this country according to Mr.
Himes and it was through h discov-

ery and travels that the United
'

States made good its claims for the
northwest In the dispute with England.

The following historical facts were
noted by Mr. Himes, with stereoptlcan
slides illustrations of the early pion-
eers and historical places in the state;

Lewis and Clark crossed the plains
in 1805 and 1806 and established a
trading post at Astoria.

The first saw mill west of the
Rocky mountains was erected near
Vancouver in 1857.

The first public school west of the
Rockies was taught by John Ball in
1832, near Vancouver.

Jason Lee, in 1834, preached the
first Methodist sermon west of the
Rocky mountains.

The first marriage ceremony west
of the great divide was performed by
Jason Lee in 1837.

Mrs. Eliztbeth Spaulding Warren is
one of the oldest living pioneers, com-

ing to this country in 1837.
Jason Lee built a house in Salem in

1841 and part of this house is ,now
standing.

The old Bennet house for many
years the principal hotel in the valley,
was built in Salem in 1855.

The first postoffice in the state was
at Astoria.

The first house in Partland was
built of logs in 1844 and was on the
corner of Fourth and Washington
streets.

The cornerstone of the state capital
was laid in 1873. The stereoptican
