Notified Her Brother Joined, Marine
Corps, 8h Thought He Was Dead.'
Portland, Ore. Never having used

the final "e" In her own spoiling of the
word "corpse," Mrs. Mareeltne Ger-
main of Donaldson, Micb., was pros-
trated with grief upon receipt of as of-

ficial communication announcing the
fact that her brother. Joseph Ell Jolli-coue- r,

bad joined the United States
marine corps and bad named ber aa
next of kin to be notified in case of
death.

"If my brother is a corps of what did
he die?" she wrote to Captain H. T.

Francisco Villa, former bandit and

Mexico.

Dnnvllle, Ind. A gigantic tooth, be-

lieved to have belonged to some pre-
historic animal, was found in a gravel
pit at Iloopestou. Archie Dukes no-

ticed the tooth In the gravel that had
just been brought to the surface. It is
of oval shape at the top, is about six
inches In length and is two and one-ha- lf

Inches wide at one place. It
weighs four and pounds.

The ivory on tbe grinding surface of
the tooth is In tbe form of edge or
strips, arranged transversely, and in
circular designs, with the dentine worn
down between tbe cutting edges, .which
aro about of an inch apart
The cutting edges are black and still
retain a brilliant polish. Judging from
the size of the tooth, the jawbone of
the animal must have been two or
three feet In length.
