Each human being has  hia
“side” to the story of his personal
wrong doings. ' Each episode depentls
largely upon the one preceding it, and
all are woven into the woof of life,
Wo judge a man's life a8 o/ whole is
impossible. . To judge one or two epi-
sodes is un{‘ilst. As o matter of fact,
when it is known that this candidate
stole a horse, wrecked a bank, eloped
with. his neighbor's wif® and burned
an orphan asylum, it would seem as
thougrh those facts should damn him,
and'defeat him. But it always hap-
pens that this man 18 running against
another human belng, who as a
man may bhe just as wicked, but more
discreet. So as hetween men, the pris
vate life of candidates is the worst
posdible criterion hﬁ which' to' form
Judgments ‘that make wvotes.
