Herewith is the decision of Judpe
Knowles denying the uppesal for a
temporary injunetion in the Sunduy
closing issne:

The above cause is hefore the court
for decision upon the application aof
plaintiffs to restrain the defendants
us Distriet Attorney. und Sheriff of
this county from enforeing the Sun-
duy vlosing law so far as these plain-
tiffs are concerned.

The law known as the Sunday clos-
ing law, is Section 2125 I, O L, and
rends ns follows:

“If any person shall keep open uny
store, shop, grocery, bowling ulley,
hillined room, or tipling house, for the
purpose of labor or traflie, or any
place of amusement, on the first. doy
of the week, commonly called Sunday,
ar the Lord's Day, such person upon
convietion thereof shall be punished
by a fine of not less than five dollars,
nor more than Afty dollars, provided
however that the wnbove provision
shall not apply to thentres, the keep-
ers of drug stoves, doctor shops, un-
dertakers, livery stable lkeepers,
butehers and bakers; and all eircum-
stances of npecessity and mercy may
be pleaded in defense, which shall be
treated ns questions of fact for the
jury to determine when the offense is
tried by jury.”

An assault is made upon this law
upon the ground that it is violative of
Section 20, Article | of the constitu-
tion of this state, and Scction 1 of the
14th Amendment to the constitution
of the United States, Section 20 of
Article | of the constitution of thiy
state reads as follows:

“No law shall be pussed granting to
any citizen or class of citizens priv-
ileges or immunity which upon the
same terths shall not equally belong
to all citizens.”

Seetion.d of the 14th Amendment to
the constitution of the United
States reads as follows:

“*All persons born or naturalized in
the United States and subject to the
jurigdiction thereof are citizens of the
United States, and of the state where-
in they reside, No state shall make
or enforce any law which shall abridge
the privileges or immunities oi citi-
zeng of the United States; nor shall
any state deprive any person of life,
liberty or property without due pro-
cess of law, nor deny to any person
within its jurisdiction the equal pro-
tection of the laws”

Before the decision in the case of
Marbuary vs. Madison, 1 Cranch 137,
the’ authority of the judicial depart-

tive depurtment of the state or nation
invalid because conflicting with the
fundnmenal law of the state or nation
was a debatable question, but Chief
Justice Marshall, of the Supreme
court of the Uniled States in the
above celebrated case, settled that
question once and for all, and ever
since such decision, if an act of n
legizlative aszsembly of a state con-
travenes the constitution of such
state, or of the United States, the
courts have a right and it is their
duty to declare the invalidity of such
an act. The Supreme court of this
state, however, in a long line of de-
eisions has held that the courts will
not declare an act of the legislative
assembly unconstitutional, unless the
invalidity and unconstitutionality of

doubt. State ex rel Lord, 28 Oregon
40R; State ex rel vs. Malheur Court,
26 Oregon 51; Cadderly va, City of
Portland, 24 Oregon, 118, It hus alas
been held by our Bupreme court in
the ca se of MeMnhun va, Oleott 133

question the wisdom or the policy of
the law, thiz being a legislative or
political question.

In the ease of State vs. Nichols, 151
Pacific 473, decided September 14,
1015, our Supreme court held that the
go enlled Sunday closing law does not
contravene cither of ths above pro.
