Rome, Feb. 20.—(By Mail)—Ac-
cording to well informed Vatican cir-
cles the Congregation of the Index
hes just prepared a ban of inter-
It!ictinn against all the recent works
tof Gahricle I)’Annunzio, one of Italy's
| grentest modern poets novelists, dra-
| matists, and it might even he said,
probably her greatest modern pa-
triot. The publication of the decree
is expected o arouse one of the
stormiest affaire of modern Italinn
life since the separation of the Vati-
!i:un and the Quirinal,

Although I'Annunzio's literary
fame has lang been established it is
only 'since Italy began her military
career four years ago with the eam-
paign in Tripoli that D' Annunzio has
won for himself a place in the hearts
of all Italians wlong with Garibaldi,
| Victor Emmanuel and King Viclur’s}
two immediste predecessors,

D’Annunzio’s poetry during the |
Tripilo war, zinging the glory of
Italinn arms aroused all Ttaly to a
veritable frenzy of appreciation and
admiration, Even this walr outdone
when early in the prezent war IDAn-
nunzio made himself the champion
of Italy's entrance and bhoth by pen
[ nnd voice worked day and night with
all the genius at his command until
Ttaly finally got in. His reward was

the decoration from King Vietor Em-
manuel of the order of the Annun-|

ziatn, which mnkez him a cousin of
the King, and the enshrining of him-
self in the hearts of the Italian peo-
ple as its mosy popular idel,

Under the eircumstances the Con-
gregation of the Index is declared
seriously to have considered the ad-
visability of a ban at the present
moment ngainst D'Annunzio’s latest
works, nearly all of which consist of
poems inapired by Italy’s military
glory. It was recognized that such
an action at this time undoubtedly
would call down on the Vatican the
anger of all Italy, More than a few
Italinns would be inclined to regard
the ban as another Vatican blow st
the Quirinal,

On the other hand, the venerable
eardinals composing the congre-
gation of the Index, finally decided
that their duty was purely a relig-
ious one and timt therefore they had
no rvight to let any other considera-
tion interfere with its discharge.
The question works of D'Annunzio
are said to have been condemned on
almost every score on whith it is
posgible for the Congregation of the
Index to condemn modern writings.

It is understood the ban will an-
nounce that the writings possess re-
ligious and philosophical errors; that
there is in them a grand mixture of
sacred and profene words and sacred
