FINAL MERIT VOTE.

TUMULTUOUS SCENES IN
HOUSE DURING DEBATE

Two Tests Yotes Indicate House Will
Defend the President and Table the
Measure—Thousande, Present When
Votes Are Taken—Women Wave

Handkerchiefs in Debate,

Washington, March 7.—The House
of Representatives twice today went
on record as backing President Wil-
son, during the debate on the Mec-
Lemore resolution which declares
Americans sail on armed ships at
their own risk. The third vote, that
to be on the merits of the bill just as
President Wilson wants it to be—a
final showdown—will come this even-
ing sometime, probably about 6
o'clock.

The house was o ploce of tumult
all day—scenes long to be romem-
bered were enacted.

The first test came wher the House
refused by @ vote of 256 to 150 to
amend the resolution, and the sccond
when the bill was called up for im-
medinte consideration by o vpte of 271
to 148,

Virulent Debmate Begins.

Representative Chipperfield leaped
to his feet nnd cried out that the
President’s policy mennt either war
or humiliation.”

Audience Stirred to Frenzy.

Thus the debate proceeded. Mem-
bers and auditors were stirred to
frenzy. It is estimated 1000 witness-
ol the proceedings.

War's Support Rumored.

Rumors that the President would
not regard the war as unwelcome have
been revived and were circulabed
about the capitel. Friends of the ad-
ministration flatly denied them.

It is believed the final vote on tl_m
proposition to table the resolution will
begin about 6 oclock. The four
hour debate followed the last vote
which brought the moasure up for
consideration on its merits,

'RUSSIAN JEWS

| COME IN FLOCKS

FUGITIVES PASS THROUGH THIS
CITY DAILY,

“Peanut Flutchdr' Discovers Inter-
esting Tale of Jews Feeling
to American Cities.

Nearly every east bound train pass-
ing through Lia Grande carries pas-
sengers who are direct firom Russia.
On some occasions theére are nearly
a coach load of them. Thoy are en-
route, usually to big cities in the east
—New York, Chicago and St Louis,
A large portion of them are Jews.

As a qule they are well dressed,
quiet, and would hardly be notice-
able from the general run of passen-
gers—with one exception—their bag-
gage is not of the American model,
particularly those convenient recept-
acles which travelers earry and which
in this country are known as suit
cases, The Russian “go-away” sack
is decidedly foreign in make-up and
appeatance.

One of the “peanut butchers", who
knows the Russian language, has been
able to get a frirly correct line on
the new class of foreign immigra-
tion wlich approaches the land of the
free from the western instead of the
eastarn shores. He says they are
naither political fugitives nor exiles,
but they managg to escape the domain
of Russia and are glad to reach Amer-
jean shores, with no intent ever to re-
turn, The fact that it costs a lot of
money to get away is sufficient to
show that they are not of the pauper

element, One man said that it had
cost him $1000 to get away Fflom
Russin. They muat leave the land of

ke Czar by stealth and frequently
through the mellifying influencos of
bribery. They resch the Pacific
coust points—mostly San Francisco
and Sesttle on Japanese steamers, The
big trouble is tu get away from their
own shores.

From the interior they travel at
night and resort to every known in-
trigue to muake their escape. In this
they wre aided by sympathizers in
their own country who give them such
aid as they consistently can—prob-
ably in much the same way that the
“under-ground railronds’ ‘syere oper-
ated in the northern states bhefore
the war. The Russian ‘ele-

Only about a
week ago the railroad company hand-
led the largest shipment of canned
salmon ever sent east at one time,
That train had fifty cars and was
loaded with nearly two and a half mil-
lion cans of salmon, enough to have
furnisiéed a meal for one-tenth of the
entire population of the United States,
Nothing more plain could be given as
to the magnitude of the salmon in-
dustry.
