They are found on the surface', of
fine seed potato and so may be handled
by dipping the potato potatoes in a
solution of one part of corrosive
sublimate to one thousand of water,
seed to remain in this solution for one
and one half hours. Then take out
and drain, bnd spread out to dry.
Thi& solution' Is very poisonous and
also can not bo handled in metal as
it corrodes it very rapidly. Do not
put hands into lit unnecessarily. It
is best when drying the potatoes to
spread on a clean spot wifoere potatoes
'have not been handled or to first dis-

infect the area with some of the dip
solution,

Fusarium Wilt does not show its
self on the surface one must cut into
tha potato to detect its presence. Cut
several slices of the stem end of the
potato and if you can detect any
Urown lor black discoloration no
matter how small tih spots may 'be,
do not use for seed. Ordinarily these
discolored spots are caused by this
disease und so any seed that is thus
affected it is wise to discard. The
best way being to burn them, do not
put on compost heap, as you may
later spread the disease from this
source. "

The Little Potato and Wilt diseases
are tih'o cause of the poor stands that
most people have been getting of late
years. The Little Potato disease be-

side causing a poor stand, causes the
potato bearing stems to rot off, con-

sequently the plant uses all of ' its
vitality in growing a large) top, and
a lot of small potatoes at the top
of the ground, as the regular potato
beaiiing stems have been destroyed
the plant developes those close to the
surface or even above the ground but
the potatoes borne on them are of on
value. The Wilt disease also causes
a poor stand and the potatoes that
do grow are very likely to wilt down
and die after the vine gets to be six
inches to a foot high. People often
wonder why their potatoes "ripen"
so early wlhen there is still plenty
of moisture in the ground and there

You
can use the crop for hay, hog or

The reason why we don't raise good

crops of potatoes as a rule, is because
we plant diseased potato seed oi dis-

ease infested ground. Some times
We plant clean seed on infected soil,
some times infected seed on clean soil.
But be that as it may, any one of
these conditions is enough to cut our
crop down materially. If we are to
get results we must revise our present
potato planting system.

In the first placewe ihave three
potato diseases that are doing the
mischeif. Namely, Potato Scab, Lit-
tle Potato, or Rhizoctonia, and last
and most serious Fusarium Wilt.

The first two troubles are the most

But tho dip recom-
mended above along with discarding
all potatoes showing indications of
wilt will Ihiandle all these troubles. Be
sure' and dip all your seed.

So much for seed treatment. Crop
rotation is the other step required to
free our selves of these troubles.
Remember that all these diseases
stay in the ground for several years,
ready to work on the r.ew crop. Con-

sequently we must try and grow our

I
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future crops on ground that has not
been planted to potatoes for several
years, the longer ttie bettetr, best of
all on soil that has never produced a
crop of this kind. Scab and Little
Potato will live m xtha soil from 3 to
4 years. Wilt from 6 to 8 years.Pauline Lederle
