Still they loved Iveland, and
the Irish who live in voluntary exile
are the most vehement promoters of
the absolute independence of Irelund
and complete  separation from all
things British. Their patriotism per-
sists among the third and fourth gen-
eration of foreign birth,

No people of the world were ever
worse abused by foreign tyrants than
were the common people of France by
their own rules, yet where does one
find u more intense patriotism than
they displayed? In order to secure n
few emigrants to make settlements in
the New York colonies the govern-
ment had to resort to kidnapping and |
banishment for petty offenses to drive
them away from persecution and slow
