Dublin, April 29. Amid roaring flames themselves threaten-

ing to sweep the city, British troops and Irish rebels engaged in
furious hand to hand struggles since early yesterday, and the routed
rebels scurried away at dawn'.. Fire o'f Maxims and rifles mowed
the fleeing insurgents down.

Military apparently controls the city, though disorders are
not completely quelled. Rebels geem to be disheartened at the
failure to arouse a general uprising in Ireland.

Late Thursday revolutionists started numerous fires in the
heart of the city and evidently planned a great conflagration,
hoping to escape in the resulting confusion. v

A picturesque battle followed. The rebels recklessly reposed
themselves on roofs of buildings, shooting at the soldiers who
were fighting the fires.
