An hundred wonderful years huve
passed since Bishop Ashury closed his
apostolic labors. Through that stiv.
ring century of time the genius and
spirit of the greatest itinerunt bishop
of all time has been felt with an in-
spiring power in the mighty evange-
{listic movement which has character-
{ized the religious awakening and pro-
]m'vss of the modern world, The close
of the ecighteenth and opening of the
nineteenth century ware characterized
by the appearance of four tremendous
history-making forces—the Declara-
tion of Independence, the steam en-
gine, applied electrieity, and Methad-
ism. No philosophy of American his-
tory can be adequate that fails to ree-
ognize the political, economie, scionti-
fie, and spiritual forces as the most
