Type Progressive ' Party Seeks at
the Critical Hour Says Keynote- r-
Leader of 1912 Extolled.

" Auditorium Theater, Chicago, June
7. At the stroke of 12:30 this after--

noon every delegation bearing Roose
velt banners swung in behind the Re
publican .National convention and op
ened the .Progressive National convex
tion. The wildest scene of a demon-
stration seized the convention at the
outset. When the keynote speech hnd
been delivered, and1 the noise subsided,
routine business was transacted and
adjournment was taken ulntil tomor
row morning.

Colonel's Name a Torch
The explosion came early in Ray

mond Robbings keynote speech. The
first mention of Colonel Roosevelt
started a violent demonstration in
which the delegates yelled, cheered,
shouted, jumped in the air, waved hau-
liers and created all- the noiso pos
sible.

Banner Paraded to Stage
A huge banner was seized up and

carried to the stage within a minute
Ipractically every staite delegation
banner was planted in a cluster on
tne speaker s stand.

Robbins named Roosevelt "The brav-
est, wisest leader of the people in our
time the aoremost citizen of tho
world. The Nation is clamoring for
Roosevelt," he said. There the demon
stration broke out again, and, though
interrupted early in the life of it, the
cheering did not subside until an hour
after it began. At 2 o clock pende
moium reigned.

Yelling Finally Quieted
At 2:30 when the demonstration had

lased ninety minutes, it was hegin
ning to subside. Perkins sent scouts
to instruct the cheer leaders to cease
and the gavel rapped earnestly. Sev
oral minutes later the yelling stopped
and Robbins resumed his sneaking.
The demonstration lasted one hour and
35 minutes.

Thereafter Robbins referred to
Roosevelt by inference, never using
his name.

Would Invade G. O. P. Camp
A more enthusiastic crowd attemp-

ted to march to the Coliseum whi'c
the boom was at its height. Murdock
and Perkins laughingly shook their
heads when asked if they approved.
Many western delegates shed their
coats and rolled up their sleeves, us
though prepared to cheer until break-
fast. They Ipaid no attenttion to the
gavel.

The Oregon delegation sprang into
an umbrella parade. Miss Mary Hill
led the delegates, each carrying a red,
white and blue parasol.

Mr. Robbins touched a wide field,

Second Speech Tonight of Well Known
Socialist Awaited

Last evening Dr. John Dcqucr, well
known Socialist orator, wns heard by
a large crowd nt Iibnr hall when h?
gave his first lectwe of a series of
two to be given in this city. The
RCond is set dawn for this evening
and it is planned to make it an open-ai- r

lecture.
Dr. Dequcr last evening demonstrat-

ed himself to iIms an able speaker, a
thinker a)nd warm supporter of the
Socialist principles, and a man who
can lay these principles clearly be-

fore his hearers.

A dull rainy day and a rainsoaked as-

semblage handicapped the gathering
of the Republican national convention
at 11:30 today. The weather plainly
dampened enthusiasm of the delegates
wiho quieted down at 11:30 when
Chairman Hilles pounded for order.
Warren G. Harding, in delivering the
keynote, drew first genuine and spon-
taneous applause that came when he
pleaded for a navy that fears none
in the world. Cheers also greeted the
declaration America snouldn't bo too
proud to fight.

Republicans convened without
signs of any agreement upon a can-
didate. Roosevelt and Hughes, 'the
favorite sons, with possibilities of a
dark horse, still held sway. An at-

tempt to get together with the Pro-

gressives seemed certain at noon. The
New Jersey delegation introduced a
resolution asking for appointment of
a committee to advise the Progres-
sives of the Republican platform
plans, i.

Routine Business Taken Up.
When Mr. Harding had concluded

his keynote speech, Chairman Hilles
presented the temporary roll of of-

ficers for the convention. Senator
Lippett, of Rhode Island, presented
the usual resolution for adoption of
the rules of the 1912 convention as
rules for the present meeting. Mo-

tions to appoint a committee on per-
manent organizations and various
other committees were then mads.

Doors of the colispum opened at
nine this morning. Several hundred
were then bravely waiting in the rain
and thankfully slid into their places.
Three uniformed policemen and scores
of plain clothesmen are on duty.
Chairman Hilles arrived at 10 o'clock
and looked over the hall, which con-

tained only 300 persons. The hall has
a greenish look. Two Kansas dele-

gates were the-firs- t to arrive. Count-
less American flags hang everywhere
and were wound around the balconies
and draped the ceiling.

Dejection Very Noticeable
Old timers said the dispirited air

and dejected appearance of the audi-

tors, due to the rain and cold was al-

most without parallel.
When the Utah delegation as-

sembled, Sen. Smoot said: "We are
pulling for the Progressives to nom-

inate Roosevelt. Amalgamation is

impossible and we will be glad to get
rid of the Progressive radicals. The
other factien will come with us."

Convention Proper Recesses.
After the formal opening of tho

convention panic a few routine mo-

tions and the convention adjourned nt
1:30 this afternoon, until eleven to-

morrow.
At three this afternoon the resolu-

tions committee started formulating
a platform:

Military Training Likely.
Unless a majority of the resolutions

committee opposes the Bonah and
Lodge resolutions, the Republican
platform will contain a flat declara-
tion for universal' military training.
Feasibility of this was discussed
among the leaders today. They

they found much support.
The whole platform will be built

around the word "Americanism."' de-

signed to catch the approval rif
Roosevelt.
