with arms and ammunition. The de-

partment transmitted the dispatches
to Wilson. Lansing has admitted he
is anxious to learn whether Trevino
is acting under Carranza's orders in
sending a note of warning to Persh-
ing last night. The Mexican embassy
branded the published text of the
Trevino message as a fake. War de-

partment officials belittled Trevino's
message and doubted if the text
printed in morning papers was cor-
rect.
