El Paso, June 29.—Negro cavalry-
men captured in the Carrizal fight ar-
rived at Juarez this afternoon.

San  Antonio, June 28.—General
Funston has continued to prepare lor
evenlualities, despite optimistic Wash-
inglon advices. He has ordered the
New York militia to Brownsville, as
the release of the 24 cavalrymen won't
affect troop movements. Officers here
believed the sitoation will continue
strained until Carranza definitely
changes his altitude.

Washington, June 24.—Release of
the Carrizal prisoners averts danger
of imminent hostilities, .but doesn't
eliminate them. Carranza has taken
a big step in aveiding “gravest con-
sequences,” but it will not he known
how full the Mexican crisis iz modi-
fied until Carranza’s reply comes.

President Wilson wants to Knuw
concerning Carranza's attitude, and
planation of the Carrizal fight, and
whether or not he intends to co-ope-
rate with Americans in the future.
He is willing to go more than half
way to meet Carranza. There is no
question but that the crisis has served
to retard Carranza's hope of immedi-
ate withdrawal of the American expe-
dition. Administration officinls are
not optimstic in viewing the general
situation.

Prisoners Released.

Washington, June 28.—Consul Rojg-
ers hias wired See, of State Lansing
that puisoners captured
had been released and it is understood
of Carranza's reply to
the Wilson note threatening
consequences will arrive today. Agent
Arredondo has announced the prison-
ers should arrive at Junrez before
noon todny. Mexico had until last
mid-night to relense them, und obeyer
the order.
