Tt will have no connection
with the county fair, being purely und
solely o racing meet. At other points
the asgociation works in conjunction
with county fairs but that will not be
the case here.

For several months the Intermoun-
tuin 'nir and Racing cireuit has been
paving the way for what all horse-
men pronounce the most remarkable
ruving season in the history of the
Northwest, The ultimate results of
dhe carly campaign snd organization
is shown in the fact thut 136 horses
wre-pntered.

The entry list, which is now com-

lete, embraces the best horses in
fontann, Californin, Utak, Idaho,
Washington, Oregon und elsewhere,

Any horseman will immedintely rec-
ognize the truth of the boasts upon
looking at the entvy list appended
hereto.

Joseph
Waddell, recognized ns tha foremoapt
racing man in the Northwest, is sec-
retary of the cireuit and Charles
Zimer of Ogden is president; 0.
