Smut, how to combut it, 18 the ques-
tion uppermost in the minds of the
wheat growers of the Northwest at
the present time, Farmers have for
years suffered heavy losses from I.hia‘|
troublesome pest and have been great- |

| deposited upon it, thousands of smut

spores, These spores drop under the |
summer fallow where they lie until
the fall rains come. It is a comimun |
sgricultural practice, as soon ns the |
ritinsg  come  about October 1st, to)
disk the summer fallow and immed- |
intely seed the wheat, The disking)
turns under the amut spores where |
they germinate at the same time the
wheat sprouts and immediately in-
fects the latter thus resulting in a
lurge percentage of smut in spite
of the fact that the seed may have!
been carefully treated,

Therefore, wheat which is secded
before threshing time, will be free
from thiz danger and produce prac-
tieally a smut free crop. If early
seeding is impossible, very late seed-
ing is the next best practice and will
result in very little smut as by this
the smut spores which fell upon the
aurfuce during threshing time will
have germinated and died.

Farly seeding, however, is to be
preferred for true winter wheats as
it results in a more vigorous plant,
one less apt to winter kill and also
affords o large amount of pasture.

It has been proven by investiga-
tions at the Station, that if wheat is
zown in October upon summer fallow
which bas been replowed, little or
ne smut will be produced. The re-
