SEVERAL PLANES FIGHT

DECISIVE STRUGGLES

' Germans Penetrate the First-Lin- e

Trenches South of Estrees and

West of Soyocourt Haig Admits

Germans Gain Foothold South of

Thiepval on Second Attempt.

London,. Aug. 23. Paris has admit-
ted .Germans have penetrated first-lin- e

trenches at several points south
of Estrees and west of Soyocourt.
Sevjral hours' bombardment preceded
the attack. North of the Somme Ger-

mans have steadily shelled the French
but there was no infantry fire.

French grenaders repulsed a sur-

prise attack at Hartmannsweilerkopf
and a French aviator destroyed his
fifth German aeroplane. Northwest
.of Peronne French aeroplanes carry-
ing machine guns defeated and dam-

aged four German planes.
General Haig reported Germans

twice attacked new British positions
south of Thiepval last night and that
one was assault completely defeated
but the second attempt gained a tem-

porary foothold.
French Atticks Fail

Berlin, Aug. 2a. It is announced
Germans 'have recaptured trenches
from the French south of the Somme
near Estrees. Repeated British at-

tacks were repulsed between Thiep-
val and Pozieres.

watch for the army worm such as
struck Eastern Oregon last year has
been issued by the Department of
Agriculture to people in the Atlantic
rstates. An unusual abundance of the
moth of the true army worm in Mary- -

land, Virginia and the District of Col- - '

umbia indicated the possibility of an
impending outbreak of this harmful

'

pest. The moths, the entomoligists
of the department report, were laying
their eggs during the first week of
July. As it takes from three to four j

weeks for the caterpillars to mature,
their presence should begin to be quite
.apparent this month.

Farmers should be on the alert, the
department says, to discover this pest
in its younger stages, before it has
reached a large size and has commit-
ted irreparable damage to growing
crops, especially grasses and grains.

Rockefeller Board Would Tame Sav-nee- s.

'

New York, Aug. 22.
with the International Health board
of the Rockefeller Foundation, the
government of the Philippine Islands
will send a hospital ship to the Moros
and related tribes of the Sulu archi-

pelago, the Rockefeller Foundation
announced yesterday. The ship is be-

ing equipped, and will be maintained
for five years.

The ship will be sent to the Moros
in hope that medical treatment will,
in the course of five years, lead them
toward civilization. They suffer from
various infections, and preventable
diseases. Medical dispensaries have
been established on the island of Min-

danao and Jolo, but the aid they ex-

tend reaches only a few of the people
on the numerous smaller islands. The
hospital ship will go from island to
island, meeting the people at estab-
lished points, taking medical relief
to the sick, training midwives, and
giving general instruction to the na-

tives.
As the Igorates and other head-

hunting tribes of Northern Luzon
were civilized largely by the men who
brought them medical relief, it is de-

cided to reach the Moros in the same
way. If the experiment succeeds, this
.civilizing method can be applied wide-

ly to other islands people in Eastern
.seas.

Wilson today summoned Chairman
Newlands and Senator Adams of the on
Joint Inter-stat- e Commerce commit-
tee to the White House for a confer-
ence.
