FRANK BARTMESS IS DEAD.

Aged Pioneer Resident of La Grande
Passes After Long Illness.

Frank M. Bartmess, a pioneer of
Union county died at his home in
West La Grando this morning at 5
o'clock, after a period of poor health
during the last few months. The de-

ceased was identified with much of the
early development of this valley, be--1

ing for many years a farmer and
stockman, but latter engaged in the
employment bureau and real estate
business in La Grande. The death of
his twin brother, George Bartmess,
occurred something over a year ago.
The deceased was 78 years of age and
leaves a wife and family of grown
children.

The funeral will be held from the
Henry undertaking parlors at 2:30 to-

morrow.

'NEW YORK TOO DAMNED

SLOW AVERS AGED LABOR

AVAR ADVOCATE

YESTERDAY'S RIOTS ARE

MUCH TO HER LIKING

Situation Critized by Mother Jones

in Interview in Which She Says So-

cial Revolution Is Being Born in

New York Car Strike Wall Street
PiraticaL

New York, Oct. 6. "Mother" Jones,
aged 86, who yesterday fomented n
stieet riot in which women wore club-
bed, and after which she said women
should forget trinkets and "raise hell"
today affirmed in an interview with
the United Press that "Now York is
too damned quiet" and vociferously
urged women to again attack street
car "scabs" and non union workers.

"This strike is liko a Dicnic." she
said, and continued, "Women must
sti things up. The New York trouble
is the beginning of national social

" " 'revolution.
"Women start reforms and revo-

lutions. Wo tore down' the bastilei
New York money made Wall Street
pirates fat with millions. Corpora-
tions control the mayor, but that does
not scare us.

"I have been in the 'bull pen" my-
self.

"Women must get together. Moth-
ers want a chance for happiness. The
nation has been brutalized because
the pirates grab all the money. They
build jails instead of homes. Women
will change things."

Women in Street Riots.
New York, Oct. 6. Spurred on by

Mother Jones' exhortations, 300 wom-
en relatives of striking street car men
battled yesterday evening with the
police in the most serious riots since
the traction strike began a month ago.
Policemen swung their clubs right and
left and many women were bruised..
Scores of the rioters carried babies in
their arms. A crowd of strikers en-

tered the fray to aid the women in
driving back the policemen on the
scene when reinforcements arrived.

The trouble began when women
poured from a hall where Mother
Jones exhorted them to "get the scabs
off the cars. You are too sentimental"
she cried, "staying home thinking of
dress and trinkets when you ought to
be out raising hell."
