Marshall today shoares with John Ad-
ams and Danfel Tompking the distine-
tlon of belng the only viee president
who was re-clected to that position
with the same president., In other
wonrds, nelthor successful party at an
electlon has ever elected the same tlek-
ot twles except In the cnses of George
Washington amd John Adams, James
Monroe and  Danlel Tompkivs  and
Woodrow Wilson and Thomas R, Mar-
shall.

Public Career of Adams.

The puablic carcer of Adnms, of
course, Is well known, DPrhoarily at
the forefront In Massnchusetts state
matters, he wus nmong the fivst (o ho-
come o natlonnl figure In Revolution.
ary matters and subsequently In o
tlonal afalrs, 1o concluded his public
gervives as o member of the constitu-
tlonal  convention of Massachusetts
and was o lnwyer by profession. Dan-
iel v Tompkins, the least known of
the three, was i lnwyer of New York,
a member of the gtate legisiatore and
wns elected to Lthe Ninth congress, hut
reslgned to Decome ggsocinte Jngtice of
the =tate supreme court.

Ile also wis  governor of New
York mud declined the ofice of seq-
retary of state under Madison, beenme
vice president with Monroe and cons
eluded his publie carcer ns o member
and president of the New York constl-
tutionul conventlon of 1821, Elghty-
soven  years afterward Thomas I
Marshnll of Indlann, o lnwyer awd for.
mer governor of his state, was elected
vice president, and on March 4 next,
ninety-two years after Tompking be-
gan hig secoud term, he will nlso begin
his second term with the president who
wus twice elected with hilm, If Me
Marshnll winds up hls carecr as a
member of n constitutional conventlon
In Indlana he will follow In the foot
stops of hls prodecessor to the lettor.
