Over $3,250,000 has been raised by
Red Cross Christmas Seals in the last
eight years, and yet many people who
will buy these holidays stickers at this
ninth annual sale do not know how
this idea originated.

While Red Cross Seals reslly date
back to the Civil War when “Charity
Stamps"” were first used, the firs
campaign to sell holiday stickers for
the tuberculosis fight was only nine
venrs ago in Deleware. Miss Emily P,
Hissel of Wilmington read an article
