Now Visiting Japan

Tokio, Jan. 5—(United Press by
Mail.)—That modern terror, the High
Cost of Living, Fas today invaded Ja-
pan, a vountry long famed for feeding
tand clothing its people on a mere pit-
'tance, It is estimated in economie cir-
cles here that prices of all kinds of
goods have increased on an average
|of 30 per cent.

Staple commuoditics are included in
{the general hoosting of prices. Sugar
thas increased from 20 to 80 per cent;
salmon, 50 to 100 per cont; wine, 20
per eent; benns, 30 to 40 per cent;
grain and canned gocds, 10 to 20 per
cent; and fuel 20 per cent, The cost
lof wearing appnrel has also gone up.
