UNCOVER RUINS OF A LOST
CITY ON AMERICAN CONTINENT

Asuncion, Feb. 9. (United Press)
Excavating for the foundations of a

new prison near Asuncion, workmen
have uncovered the remains of a pre-
historic city which archeologists pro-
nounce a kind of Paraguayan Pompeii.

The town was luid out in a system
of rectangular squares, with diagonal
avenue and buildings of considerable
size and architectural pretensions.
From this the local experts conclude
thut the inhabitants must have reach-
ed a reasonably high stage of civiliza-
tion. They figure, however, that the
city must have disappeared long be-

fore Columbus sailed for the new
world.

Nobody ever suspected before that
such remains existed in this part of
South America.

More experienced investigators than
are to be found here have been com-

municated with in Buenos Aires and
Rio de Janeiro and researchers are to
be conducted which it is hoped may
lead to important discoveries concern-
ing inhabitants of the
country.
