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its shadow upon us. The consensus of opinion among the
hest authorities seems to be that the United States will
first arm its merchantmen and equip them with guns and,
gunners, second turn the nayvy and hundreds of submarine-
chasers loose against the U-boats, and third throw its ports
and financial resources open to the allies. Out of the war,
if it comes, will grow many problems. One of them will be
the question of financial aid to the Allies. The latter will
want to float more big loans. Then will come the question
as to whether the Allies will pay for their munitions of
war or whether the United States should take over the
munitions plants in this country and donate a supply of
munitions to the Allies. Another question will be whether |
the United States should send an army to the continent
or permit volunteers to enter the armies of the Allies,

A great many seem to think that the part the Uuited!
States will play in the war will be merely to furnish mu-|
nitions and finaneial resources to the Allies and lend the
use of our navy. But the preparations now going on at
Washington do not seem to indicate that the government
will stop at this. Uncle Sam seldom does things by halves,
and if we do go to war, the country may be surprised be-
fore we get throngh at the extent of our participation.

Another troublesome question is whether it is expedient
to form new and binding alliances with the Allies whereby
we would be bound to accept the terms of peace at the con-
¢lusion of the war and perhaps entangle ourselves per-
petually in the European system, which it has been our
traditional poliey to avoid.

These are matters for statesmen to consider. Let us
hope that they will be guided in their solution of these
prohlems by cantion and diseretion.

'We can be supremely
great even in the deprivations we endure to strengthen
those who may be called on to battle at the front.

Out of this vast organization which becomes necessary
toward our defence will come a people united in one
sublime purpose; a nation who shall have thrown off the
soft embraces and allurements of material suceess; a na-
tion inspired by the woes of humanity to begin anew its
mission of tenching freedom to the sons of men and giving
glad hope to the generations yet unborn,

America, too, will have its proud place in history as
gharing in the re-creation of the goyvernmental struetures of
all the wide earth and in bringing liberty to countless hosts

of selfish antocracy,
