Washington, Apr. 3— (United Press)—President Wilson
last night accepted the ‘‘gage of battle’” with Germany
whose acts have constituted war against the people of the
United States.

In a dramatic address to Congress, the President rec
commended the exertion of all this country's power and
resources ‘‘to bring the government of the German empire
to terms and to end the war:’

President Wilson said: ‘‘One thing that was served to
convince us that the Prussian Autocracy was not and
could never be our friend is that from the very outset of
the present war it has filled unsuspecting communities,
and even our government offices with spies, and set crim-
inal intrigues everywhere on foot against our National
unity of counsel, our peace within and without, our indus.
tries, and our commerce.

““We are glad to know we see facts with no veil of false
pretense about them, to fight thus for the ultimate peace
of the world, and for the liberation of all peoples, the Ger-
man people included, for eight nations, great and small,
and the privilege of men everywhere to choose their way
of life. The world must be made safe for democracy.

““Its peace shall be planted upon tested foundations of
political liberty. We have no selfish ends to serve. No
desire for conquest. We seek no indemnities for ourselves,
no material compensation for the sacrifices we shall freely
make. We are but one of the champions of the rights of
mankind.

“I have said nothing of the government’s allied with
Germany because they have not made war upon us or
challenged us to defend our rights or our honor,”

The President said the present state of war would in-
volve the utmost practical cooperation in counsel and
action with the governments now at war with Germany.
Liberal financial credits, organization, mobilization of ma-
terial resources to supply war materials, immediate addi-
tion to the armed forces of the United States, at least five
hundred thousand men, who, said the President, should be
rhosen upon the principal of universal liability to service.
The President also urged war taxation to finance the
conflict.
