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THE VIEWS OF HENRY CLEWS.
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Unless all signs fail, says Henry Clews, the famous
New York banker and publicist, we have reached the
beginning of the end in the world’s greatest tragedy.
Turkey is practically beaten; Aunstria is almost impotent;
Germany is retreating, and her submarine and Zeppelin
methods of warfare are a practical failure. Not a few
well informed authorities maintain that Germany is anx-
ious to end the war, and rumors of peace are once more in
the air, while evidences of grave internal dissensions
among the central powers multiply daily. At the same
time the allies are inereasing their ascendaney every day.
Gireat Britain is at the zenith of her power; Russia has
heen invigorated by the revolution; the French spirit is
higher and stronger than ever, and Ttaly, too, seems to
have taken on new energy. Of course, Germany may be
able to maintain the struggle longer than expected, hut
only at the cost of more serious consequences to herself;
and the entry of the United States into the war will cer-
tainly hasten the end. Our own government must at onee
decide just what part we shall play in the great struggle in
whieh we are abont to participate, There is no alternative,
we must co-operate with the allies, individual action being
impractical and inadvisable. The most effective lines of
co-operation for the United States would be, (1) a suitable
and active use of our fleet, which ranks third in the world;
(2) furnishing financial aid and mnnitions on a liberal
scale; and (3) the preparation of such an army as we may
he able to ereate and utilize before the confliet ends. In
all probability, peace will he attained before we could
make and transport an army of any considerable strength
across the Atlantie,
