A mile of the Hindenburg
line has been captured.

Official ~ reports showed
Gieneral Haig still advaneing
north and east of Vimy. e
struck a sudden, vigorous
blow at Cambrai. Generval
Nivelle resumed a heavy of-
fensive movement north ind
isouth. ‘

General Haig reported big
advances. The Paris state-
ment indicated initicl sue-
CESSes.

General Haig's report in-
dicated a new center of fight-
ing a considerable distance
rorth of Vimy, near Louis.

The combat is apparently
between raiding parties, and
may indicate an extension of
the offensive movement.
