Good Seed the Secret of Profits,

BY LINCOLN WHEELER.

Good seed is-one of the greatest
factors in potato profits. The whole
plant and a record of its environment
are factors upon which the principle
of good selectien is based, and not
entirely upon the individual tubers.

Seed selection does not mean to
whit until the better and larger part
of the crop has been disposed of and
the grower finds himself hunting
around for the best looking potatoes
out of the usual second-grade stock
which is left on hand for the next sea-
'son’s seed. !

Potato seed does not usually run
out, unless our interest in the potato
patch runs out.

It is important to find a good source
from which to got your first true seed
of the desired varisty., Then be your
own secd expert. The fact of table
and seed stock prices being out of
sight is going to make many people
careless about the quality of seed they
plant this year.

High prices offer a good opportunity
for some unrelinble dealers to sell
inferior stock. The chances are ten to
one that some of
bought or used this year will set a
circumstance whereby the usunl plant-
ing of potatoes might better be
omitted.

Planting inferior seed is too big m
gamble against getting a profitable
crop, notwithstanding the best of care
in other respeets,

Inspeet Your Fields Several Times.

Assuming the potato patch has been
properly established good sced s
more o case of inspection than mere
sorting, The first inspection of vour
field should be at blooming time, the
second inspection just before the plant

the seed stock'

dies, and the third inspection after
digging.

The knowledge gained from these
inspections will give an opportunity
to decide by comparative means which
are really fhe peat potato hills of our
patch, The established standard of
vigor, trueness of type and relative
freedom from disense are shown a
hundred per cent better here than by
selection from the bin or at the point
of destination.

Some of the most serlous potato dis-
eases are not in evidence on the pota-
toes after digging. We have it from
one of the country's greatest author-
ities on potato diseases that the con-
trol of potato disenses depends very
{largely, if not almost wholly, upon
the care exercised in the production
of good seed potatoes,

Oregon is fortunate so far in that
it has little pest and discase troubles
leompared with some other potato
|regions. Arsenical sprays are used
{in poisoning inscet pests. Potato
iblight is combatted, or rather pre-
vented, by sevural sprayings of Bor-
deaux mixture. Fungus disenses such
ns scab and rhizoctonin are controlled
{by disinfecting with ecorrosive sub-
limate. Extension bulletin number
186 on diseases of potatoes has just
beon put out by the Oregon Agricul-
tural College. Tt would be well to
have one on hand.
