CLARES, HAS BEEN BETTER
FINANCIAL CONDITIONS

EXCESS PROFITS ARE LARGE

British Wnrkingmgn Have Received
Higher Wages and Spend More, He
Says, Thus Helping Tradesmen.

London, May 8—(United Press)—
American business has nothing to fear
from the war. The profits in England
have been above normal since the war

began.

' Lord Rhondda, president of the local
government hoard and a member of
Lloyd George's cabinet, in making this
statement today to the United Press
declared the American business man—
from the small tradesman up to the
biggest capitalist—can look optimis-
tically to the future,

Lord Rhondda may be best known
to Americans as D. A, Thomas—his
name before elevation to a title, He
is one of the world's captains of in-
dustry, with interests in not only Eng- i
land, but in Trance, Italy, Spain,
Russia, Brazil and Argentina He has
made frequent visits to the United
States—his latest being one under-|
taken at the request of Premier Lioyd |
George to arrange supplies for Eng-
land and to obtain information as to
American business conditions.

Excess Profits 'I'ax Greal.
