THE CENSORSHIP BILL.
Senator Johnson, of California, has won his first big

battle in the United States in defeating the censorship
bill. While in the case of some newspapers this bill may
lilave been needed at the same time the provisions of the
bill defeated were too stringent and would have caused the
American people uneasiness. Suppression of important
news is not desired by the American people. The Ameri-
can press will welcome reasonable censorship, but even in
war times the freedom of the press must not be abridged.
And it must be free to criticise incompetent and blunder-
ing officials even in war times.

PRESIDENT URGES JOINING THE RED CROSS.

(By Woodrow Wilson, President of the.U. S.)
"I do not believe that it will be necessary for the Red

Cross to appeal to the, American people for funds be-

cause the heart of this; country is in this war. I would
not have gone into the war if its heart had not been pre

pared for it. In such a contest, then, we shall not fail,
to respond to the call to service. '

"The 'American people do not yet realize the sacrifices
and suffering that are before them.

"In comparison with the struggle into which we have
entered, the Civil War seems insignificant in its expendi-
tures of treasure and of blood.

"Therefore, we should see that the American Red Cross-i-

equipped for the things that lie before it," he added,
with deep significance. 'It will be our instrument to do
the works of alleviation and of mercy which will attend
this struggle. I hope that most, if not all, of our philan-
thropic activities of this war may be exercised through
the Red Cross or some other constituted and experienced!
organization.

"The Red Cross needs at this time, more than it ever
needed before, the comprehending support of the Ameri-
can people and all the facilities which could be placed at
its disposal to perform its duties adequately and effici-
ently. Of course, the scale upon which it shall act will be
greater than the scale of any other duty that it has ever
attempted to perform.

"It is recognition of that fact that the American Red
Cross has just added to its organization a small body
of men whom it has chosen to call its war council not
because they are to counsel war, but because they are to
serve in this special war those .purposes of counsel which
have become-s- imperatively necessary. Their first dutywill be to raise a great fund out of which to draw the re-
sources for the performance of their duty. "

One by one our war heroes are passing away. It is
with genuine regret that we read of the death of General
Thomas M. Anderson. General Anderson was one
who linked the Civil War with the Spanish-America- n war
He entered the Civil War witlil an Ohio regiment as a
private. At the close of the war he had risen to a brigadier
general of volunteers, lie then entered the regular army
as a colonel and by the time of the Spanish-America- n war
was a brigadier general. He will always be remembered as
