GERMANY TRYS
0 KULTURIZE
BY CONPULSION

FRENCH AND BELGIUM DIS.
TRICTS ARE PREY TO DE-
MANDS OF GERMAN
SYSTEM

With the French Armies, April 23,
—(By mail)—Germany’s efforts to
“Kulturize” the occupied districts of
France and Belgium by the introduc-
tion of German “system ana organi-
zation” reached such a degree that
the civil population was subjected to
fines of the'most extortionate amounts
if their watches and clochy did not
agree to within a few seconds of the
official time ag established by the
“"Kommandateur,”

Every new town retuken by the
French armies reveals fresh facts re-
garding the almost ineredible system
employed by the Germans to “Germa-
nize'' the local inhabitants.

Officers had the right to stop any
civilian on the street and demaund that

Germans is invariably followed either
by deportation or long prison sent-
ences,

At Channy, three prominent citizens
were imprisoned. An offer was then
made to releale them upon the sur-
render of a certain amount in mu-
nicipul bonds, These the three men
finally secured, whereupon the Ger-
mans deciding they wanted the
amount demanded in cash instead of
bonds, refused to accept the latter,
and confined the three men in & humid
hroom without fire, light or bedding
and a diet of a pint of coffee in the
morning and a piece of bread in the
evening.

The men were kept in thias condition
until friends succeeded in raising in
the neighboring villages the sum de-
manded.

Up to date five cemeteries have
found at Bray BSaint Christophe,
Champion, Amy, Beuraignes and
Crapeaumesnil where all of the more
promising looking tombs had been dy-
namited and the coffins stripped not
only of the metal lining but of any
objects of silver that adorned them.
Not in a single instance were the
bodies ever placed back in the tombs
nnd can only be supposed that the re-
mains were scattered to the four
winds,

LA GRANDE ASTONISHED BY
MERCHANT'S STORY,

carried by the officer, the unfortunate
civilian was heavily fined.

Officers could alse enter private
houses to look at c¢locks, If the lat-
ter did not have enough “German sys-
tem and organization” in their mech-
anism to register the hour as fixed by
the “Kommauniateur,” the unfortunate
house owner was suhjected (o a fine
g0 severe that it amounted Lo confis-
cation of property.

While the system of fines originally
was ostensibly for the purpose of
bringing the civil population up to the
'‘German standard of “diseipline, sys-
tem and orsanization,” this protext
has now heen completely abandoned,

Forced as the Germans now are to
realize that they cannot hold indefi-
nitely the occupied districts of France
and Belgium, the fine system is now

being used for the open purpose of |
pextorting the last penny thut the civil

population possesses while they still
have it in thelr power to enforce the
extortion,

At Brussels alone the fines now he-
ing imposed are deelared to amount
to millions of franes every month,
