Registration Day Will Probably Be Ten
or Fifteen Days After President Signs
Measure—Voluntesr Registrars Want-
ed—How Those Absent From Home
and the Sick Must Proceed.

In a conclge statement recently 1s-
gued by the wur department the proce-
dure following the elgnlng of the con-
seription bill Is outlined slinply aod to
the point. The statewent follows:

“Thore wns & time In the couutry's
bistory when mllltary enumerators,
backed by bayouets, went out among
the people to take & compulsory serv-
fce census. Today under the prineiple
of unlversal Hublllty to servico the ex-
peution of the law is put into the hands
of the people.

“The approval of the new national
army bill and the president’s prociama-
tion thereunder will be colncldent. All
persons within the age limits prescrib-
ed will be required to present them-
pelves for reglstration st the customary
votlng places o the voting precinets
in which they have thelr permanent
homes on # day which the president
will announce, The probabliity s that
from ten to fifteen days will elapse be-
tween spproval of the bill and regls-
tration day.

“The governor of each state will be
the chief of registration therein. The
machlnery of reglstration in each
