OT siuce the outbrenk of the Eu-
ropean war, luto the vortex of
which Germuan ruthlessness has

drown the United States, bns there
been u conferenve between leaders of
diffgrent pntious so signiticant as that
now In progresa in Washington,

The greatest” men of Euglund and
Frunce, together with representatives
from [taly and Russin, are laylng be-
fore President Wilson, Becretary Lan-
slog und the mllltary chlefs of Uncle
Sum ull the Information they have ac-
cumboluted through nearly three years
of the bitterest struggle the world has
ever known. Marshal Joffre, the grand
old man of Frunce, has told our ofii-
cials the exact situation on the battle
lines of France and Belglom and has
made known the chances thnt our &l
fles have of expelling the Teutonie
troops and of attnining a victorious
peace. attuining the downfall of au-
tocracy aud the establishment of de-
mocracy throughent all of Enrope.

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organizing, diselplining, equipping and,
perhaps, transporting to Europe the
greatest army which this country has
ever called Into belng.

The marshal wuas born in 1802 at
Itivesaltes, In the I’yrences, of purents
in the middle statlon of life. At seven-
tean he became o student in the great
Freuch military school, the Ecale Poly-
technigque. The Franco-Prussiun war
In 1570 found him a sublicutenunt in
the artillery defending a Parls fort.
After the war he devoted some time to
engineering works, and these carried
bim futo Indo-Ching, Formosa and
Africa. In the Tlmbuktu ¢ampaign he
led a charge which galned him a leu-
tenant coloneley and the Legion of Hon-
or distinetion. His thorough mastery
of military science brought him rapid
promotion, and in 1011 he was vice
president of the superlor war counell,
chlef of the gencral staff and practi-
cally head of the nrwy. In that ca-
pacity be pushed the 1913 law for
three years' milltary service, which is
now copceded to bave been the salva-
tion of Franve.

“Our” Joffre.

Marshal Joffre ir the only man ln
France slnce the close of the Franco.
Prussian war in 1870 who has been au-
thorized to bear the fllustrious title of
marshal of France, and this distinetion
was conferred on him by unanimous
action of the French chamber in grate.
ful recognition of his splendld services
as & milltary leader in what probably
was tho most critical moment fn
French bhistory. His officers and sol-
diers, however, searcely know him by
the distinguished title; to them he hns
been “Our Joffre” or “Grandpa” since
he led them to victory-on the Marne
and fnally turned the tide of the Ger-
man Invasion,

Yet these familiar nicknames never
conveyed to the French mind any sense
of weakness. Beloved as he was by
bis soldiers, Joffre 14, In fact, a strict
diselpinarian, His main concern, aft-
er making all of his dispositions to se-
cure victory, has been the protection
of the lives of bhis men. This was 1l
lustrated in p small bot important man-
per early In the war when be ruthless.
ly disregnrded the traditional French
love for the famous red trousers and
had them discarded for the present
blue uniform.

Joffre was commuander in chief of the
French army at the beginning of the
war, and he remalined in that position
untll December last, when he gave
place to Geueral Nivelle to become mijir-
ghal and military adviser of the gov-
ernmaent.

In responding agnin to the call of ac-
tive duty his services are placed at the
disposal of the American people, whom

Vivtanl wos born nt Sidl-Bel-Abbes,
in Algerin, Nov. 8 1562, and was ad-
mitted to practice law before the court
of appeals ut Parls in 1887, His so.
clalistie tendencies early manifested
themselves, nnd he became counsel of
the rallway workmen and employees.
Elected to the chamber of deputies in
1803 and again in 1808, he retived tem-
porarlly from politles to become a
French cltizen, practiclng law In the
provinces, He was re-elected to the
chamber In 1008, however, and has
maintained his membership ever since.
He bas the reputation of being one of
the most fervent and eloquent of
French orntors and also has attalned
dlstinetion a8 a Journalist, writing
many articles for the great French dal-
lles.

Became Prime Minister In 1914,

On June 14, 1014, Vivlanl pucceeded
Gaston Doumergue as president of r.he!
councll of ministers and minister of|
fotrelgn affairs. In that dual n-u:mnnyi
ho ac¢ompanled President Polneare on
a specln] migslon to Russin, and only
four days after thelr return to Paria
war was declared on Friunce by Ger-|
many. It was primarily because Vivl
anl was a member of President Poln:
care's cabinet when the war broke out
that he has been retained, notwith-
standing the mutations of French poli-
ties, Involving extensive changes In
the enblnet. The French people felt
that to pemnit him to retire might be
copstrued as evidence of their disap-
prpval of France's entry fnto the wir
Besldes, there was the linmense per-
sonnl popularity of the man hlmself.

Vice Admiral Chocheprat,
Vice Adwmiral Chocheprat ls deap of
the French vice admirals and bas a
ragk as high as enn be obtained In the
French navy, as there I8 no admiral

French navy whom the Ametlénn navy
general board was anxious to meet and
consult on the destruction of German

Marquis de Chambrun,

Amerleans hold In high esteem Muar-
quls de Chambrun, n member of the
chamber of deputles, because he I8 a
grandson of Lafayette of Revolution.
ary fame. He wos born o Parls June
11, 1805, and after studying law he
entered polltics and was in 1808 elect-
ed deputy for the department of Lo-
rere, which he has represented ever
since., He ceutered hls luterests on
forelgn nffairs and has become & nofa-
ble authority In that lne. One of his
ehlef fntercsts Is the cultivation of a
scheme of Intercourse between the par-
linments of varloos countries.

8imon, Authority on Finances.

M. Blmon, Inspector of fluances, has
an enviable reputation In Frauce as an
authorlty on finance. For a long time
he was atatloned In Mexivo trylng to
adjust the extensive linancinl Interests
of French citizens In that country, He
ig also well known in financlal circles
of the United States,

M. Hovelaeque, Jnspector of public
Instructlon, s well knowno In educa-
tlonal circlea In Americh. He I8 &
graduate of the highest French univers
sity and {8 a great admirer of Amerl
can lnstitutions, partleularly of the
publie school system. He has pald
more than a dozen visits to the United
States, the laaf only a year ago, mak.
ing n speclal study of educational
problems. ‘

Burgeon-Major Dreyfus Is not the fa-
mous Major Dreyfus whose case near-
Iy disrupted the French army some
years ago. He was a private practic-
ing physician at the begloning of the
wir when called Into military service
nnd attached closely to the person of
General Joffre, whom be has mccompa.
nled on every trip to England, Ttaly
and elsowhere.

The men composing the British com.
misslon #re equully representative of
thelr nation. Arthur J. Balfour is the
best known among these.
