PROGRAM AS LAUNCHED IF
CARKIED OUT WOULD UN- -

DERMINE SELECTIVE
DRAFT SYSTEM.

TEN THOUSAND ARE

ALREADY ENROLLED

Pacifists Try to Have Exemption
Clause Inserted in Regulations Per-

mitting Persons Itrofcsing Con-
scientious Reasons Against War the
Right of Escape.

Washington, Juno 23. (United
Press) Two Pacifist organizations
launched a huge campaign which if
carried out, would greatly undermine
tho selective draft. These organiza-
tions, it is declared are attempting to
open a chnnnel for the escape of men
from military service, Ten thousand
are already enrolled. Ihe efforts of
the pacifists were confined to attempts
to have inserted an exemption clause
in the regulations specifically per-
mitting persons professing conscient-ou- s

reasons against war an escape
from the selective draft. Their ef-

forts failed. The most active organ
ization! is tho American union against
militarism.

Tho war department has been noti-
fied that these organisations will bo
unable to get behind the law.

EXPLAINED BY SECRETARY

DANIELS TO L.ND E

NAVY OIL RESERVE

MUST BE CONSERVED

Daniels Admits He Doesn't Know
Where to Get Available Oil Supply
for the Two Hundred Oil Burning
Vessels Now Under Construction.

Washington, June 23. (United
Press) Declaring the Government
must soon commandeer all oil and coal
in the United States, Secretary Dan
iels expained the seriousness of the
oil situation to the Senate Public
Lands committee todav.

He declared that if commandeering
is not done, the Government must im-

mediately demand tho opening up of
all oil and coal fields and the said fuel
supply must be regulated. The Gov-
ernment should bo empowered to fix
prices on both oil and coal.

The Navy s oil reserve must he
saved, for the future, he said. With
two hundred oil burning ships being
built, Daniels admitted that he doesn't
know the extent of available oil bup- -
ply.

Ho Bind tho Government would get
as much oil as possible from the out-
side of the United States to conserve
the domestic fields. Oil bases for
conducting war will be built. If the
war continues a year or two it would
be vary vital that to United States
oil be conserved.

SAYS RUSSIA WANTS

NO SEPARATE PEACE

Russia Favors the Establishment of a
Firm and Lasting Peace Between
Democratic Nations German Au-

tocracy Renders Such a Peace Im-

possible.

Washington, June 23. (United
Press) A storm of cheers greeted
Boris 'Bakmetieff, head of the Russian
Mission and new Ambassador to the
United States when he told the House
that Russia would reject any ideas of
a separate peace. He declared that
the statement that Russians want a
separate peace has no foundation. He
further stated that Russia favored an
establishment of a firm and lasting
peace between democratic nations.

"The German autocracy renders
such a peace impossible," he declared.
"New Russia is organizing armies for
action in common with the allies."

Minister Bakmetieff was wildly re-

ceived when he entered the Chamber.
He spoke polished English. Repre-
sentative London, a socialist of New
York and formerly a native of Rus-

sia, was a member of the reception
committee.

ENEMY LOSSES HEAVY

FRENCH SUCCESSFUL

Fighting Extends Along Front of
Eighteen Miles Scattered Drives
Along Various Points Where French
Commanded High Ground, Consoli-
dated Into a General Drive.

Paris, June 23. (United Press)
Germany's assault against the French
lines reached a stage of general coun
ter offensive with violent fighting
around Vauxeillon, Filain, Royier,
Friodmont, Chavigny, Chevreaux and
other points. The French official
sttement declared that the offensive
was everywhere fruitless.

The enemy losses were heavy. The
French raids were successful.

For nearly a week the Germans
have apparently been preparing a
powerful drive where the French
fought their way in near Laon. The
fighting extended over a front of
eighteen miles. Three days ago the
Germans began making powerful
drives along various points where
French commanded the higher ground.
These scattered attacks today consoli

dated into a general drive.
Violent night bombardments pre

ceded the offensive.
