Glasgow, June 20, —(United Press)
—Pence can come only when the Al-
Ties have attained their aims and have
their ohjeclives guaranteed, Premier
David Lloyd George declared.

“Peace before victory,” he added,
“would be the greatest disaster in the
ropant Prussion militarism,

He declared “indemnities constitute
an essentinl part of the mechanism of
civilization everywhere.

“Without that we have no guaran-
tee agninst the repetition of other
WAIR.

“Democratization is the Germans'
best guarantee of peace.

“We would negotiate in a different
spirit, with less suspicion with a de-
mocracy than with the aggressive, ar-
rogan Prussian militarism,

“Peace must be guaranteed by the
destruction of the Prussian military
power so that the German people’s
confidence will repose in equity, not
military might.” 3 J

He said a great internatianal peace
conference would decide the disposi-
tion of the German colonies.

Great choers interrupted the Pre-
mier when he declared the United
States, always the champion of free-
dom, had landed her valiant soldiers in
France.

London, June 29.— (United Press)—South and south-
west of Oppy, General Haig struck another sudden and
tremendous blow, capturing the enemy’s forward posi-
tions over a front of two thousand yards and gaining all
objectives.

The fall of Lens is considered a foregone conclusion.

Several days of desperate fighting before the city falls
are thought likely.

1t is believed General von Hindenburg plans another
retreat to prepared positions, releasing one hundred and
fifty square miles of Belgian and French territory.

The French statement revealed another attempted Geer-
man counter offensive on the right bank of the Meuse.
All German attacks failed.
