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FATE OF NINE MILLION BIX
HUNDRED THOUSAND MEN
IN GLABS BOWL

'UNIQUE METHOD ADOPTED
FOR SELECTING ARMY

Numbers On Paper Squares Will"Des-
ignate Men Drafted—These Will Be
Placed in Capsules in Big Globe and
Drawn At Random—Those Drawn
Join the Army,

Washington, July 7.—(United
Press)—The fate of nine million six
hundred and forty-nine thousand reg-
istered men is held in a hugh glass
bowl filled with little gelatine cap-
aules.

Number on paper squares in each
of these capsules will designate the
men drafted for America’s armies.

The final plan is a unique method
of singling out men for the firat levy.

Unless a shift is made the present
arrangements for the first lottery are
as follows:

Squares of paper numbered serially
are placed in gelatine capsules and
thrown into a big transparent globe.

On the day of the draft, the cap-
glues will be drawn at random,

Each slip indicates for draft every
man bearing that number in each of
more than four thousand counties and
cities in the nation.

Slips are numbered from one to as
high as the number of men registered
in the largest precinet in the na-
tion.

The drawing probably will be held
in a large room in the war depart-
ment,

A committee of prominent men will
be appointed to act as official witness-
es testifying to the impartiality of
the lottery.

LARGE NUMBER OF AIRCRAFT
SAIL OVER CITY OF ,
LONDON

TWENTY MACHINES ¢
ARE SEEN IN ACTION
v el

German Airplanes Flew So Close te
Earth That They Were Plainly Seen
From the Streets—This Was im
Marked Contrast to the Great Raid
of June 18,

London, July 7.—(United Press)—
The largest number of German air-
planes that ever raided London drop-
ped bombs over the city today,
Twenty machines were seen. Dam-
age and casualty lists are not an-
nounced but losses are probably small.
German planes flew close to the
earth.

They were plainly seen from the
street  This was in direct contrast
to the great raid of June 13th, when
sixteen planes flew to such height
that they were practically invisible,

Twenty-eight men, six women and
three children were killed, and one
hundred and forty-one persons injured
during the air raid.

Three German airplanes raiding
London were downed by British ma-
chiné guns, the Admiralty stated.
The British machines were not dam-

aged. g
