, Petrograd,' July 12. (United Press) The Russians
captured Kalusch, the former headquarters of the Aus-
trian army, and many prisoners, according to a head'
quarter's dispatch, :

Kalusch is approximately twenty miles southwest of
Halicz between the river Sivke and Lomnicz.

Its capture indicates the amazing progress of ihe Rus-
sian offensive over the hundred and twenty mile front on
which the Russians are battling their way forward.

In ten days they have penetrated the Austrian-Germa- n

line in two places and captured a score of cities, towns,
villages, crossed two rivers, and taken approximately
forty-thre- e thousand prisoners" They have captured a great number of guns and ma-
terials.
