Potato Seed Worth Money

University of Washington, Seattle,
Aug. 6—(United Press)—Potalo seeds
are worth real money today, A pound
of them will feteh several dollars
from the right buyer.

The reason is that potato sceds
liave almost gone the route of the
ichthyossurus, the two-teced horse and
the winged lizard.

Continued planting of potatoes in-
stead of the little sceds which used
to form on top of the vines has pro-
duced a universal vace of real “seed-
less potatoes.”

Just as an experiment, the Uni-
versity of Washington i= raising in
its garden a pateh of putatoes grown
from the seeds. Assistant Profegsor
J. W. Hotson of the department of
botany has charge of the experiment,

SENATE FINANCE COMMITTEE
REPORTS FINAL DRAFT
OF MEASURE

INCREASE IS ONE HUNDRED
AND FORTY MILLIONS

Taxes On War Profits, Liquor, To-
bacco, Freight and Express Bills of
Lading, Bank Checks, Drafts, Are
Increased—Income Taxes Are To
Be Ralsed By $727,000,000.

Washington, Aug. 6.—(United
Press)—Senator Simmons, chairman
of the finance committee, presented
the Senate committee's report on the
revenue bill which proposes to raise
more than two billion dollars.

This is an increase of one hundred
and forty millions over the bill the
House passed last May,

The revenue hill will come from an
income tax on war profits, liquor, to-
bacco and freight, parcel post, ex-
press, and transportation bills of lad-
ing, telegraph and telephone mess-

ages,

Threa million dollars are to be
rniged from second class postage and
seven and half millions from a profit
tax on newspapers,

Bank checks, drafts, certificates of
deposit drawing no interest require a
one-cent, stamp,

The largest increase 18 seven hun.
dred and seventy-seven milllon dollars
in the form of a tax on incomes,
