Bill 1s a Substitute For Pension Sys-
tem—Government Will Pay Wives
Who Have Children—Caost for First
T'wo Years Will Be Over Five Hun-.
dred Millions.

Weshington Aug. 10.—(United
Press)—Bearing the President's ap-
proval and Secretary McAdoo’s plea
that it pass the long expected war
compensation indemnity and = insur-
ance bill was introduced in both hous-
es of congress.

The insurance of every fighter and
nurse at a cost of eight dollars an-
nually per thousand dollars insurance
up to ten thousand dollars, is the out-
standing feature,

The bill is a substitute for the pen.
sion system, It will cost the govern-
ment the first two years five hundred
and fifty-six million dollars.

It provides fifteen dollars of the
enlisted man's monthly pay of thirty-
three dollars, shall be assigned to his
wife.

The government, if a soldier has
two children, gives the wifa thirty-
two dollars and fifty centa additional.

Five dollars additional is alloted for
each additional child, The bill pro-
vides compensation for total or par:
tial disability.

NINE THOUSAND MINERS STRIKE IN ILLINOIS.
Chicago, Aug. 10.-—(United Press)—Representatives of
the Illinois Coal Operators’ Association announced that
twenty-one Illinois mines had closed as the result of the
strike of nine thousand miners. The combined output of
the 'mines affected is one hundred thousand tons daily.
An official said the strikers demanded a dollar day ad-
ditional wages because ‘‘unfounded publicity had been
given of alleged enormous profits.”

DUTCH CARTOONIST TO HELP WAKE AMERICA.
New York, Aug. 10.—(United Press)—Louis Raemaker,
Duth cartoonist on whose head the Kaiser set a price of
12,000 marks, for showing up the Hun in all his fright-
fulness, is in Ameriea and will attemnt to rouse Americans
to a full sense of the ““brutal Boche”, driving home his
argument with his powerful eartoons.

Raemaker arrived at an American port reeently after
playing hide and seek with the German spy system at
London and evading U-boats whose commanders had ord-
ers to ‘‘get” him.

When seen at the Vanderbilt hotel he langhingly told
how he evaded the Germans who were intent on prevent-
ing him reaching America.

He remained in London for several days then jumped
over to France, where he apparently sailed on at least a
dozen vessels bound for the United States. He would
hoard a vessel late at night. The German spies, seeing him
#o aboard would feel satisfied they had him cornered but
early the next morning or a few minutes before the ship
sailed Raemaeker would quietly slip ashore and embark
on another vessel. Tn this way he managed to keep the
spies on a wild goose chase and eevntually sailed unob-
served.

Roemaker told the United Press how Germany and
“kultur” blighted Burope, ““If the Kaiser tried to stop |
the war today I believe the people would depose him,'" he
declared. ““They abused him before the war for not start-
ing one when he alone knew Germany was not quite pre
pared. Blood and iron are drilled into the German people
from childhood. And now by a system of atroeities they
are trying to bring about the moral and physical collapse
of their opponents to make war so eruel that it will be
shortened.

Raemaeker became furious as he discussed Germany.
His blue eyes seemed to flash fire. JTe paced the floor,
emphasizing his argument by pounding his fists on tables
and chairs. ““Germans do not talk about the atrocities
committed by their men,” he said. “They are too ter-
vible. Yet they are right now planning organized sym-
pathy, for after the war. My idea is to conduet a trial
after the war. A just trial where every man’s guilt will
he tried, just like any eriminal.  Let no spirit of revenge
prevail, but mete out to every man the punighment he de-
serves for the part he played in the outrage.”

“The German spy system is more nerfeet than their
army. Every man is a potential spy."

Asked if he did not feel apprehensive for hig personal
safety Raemacker shrugged his shonlders. ‘T am armed,”™
he veplied, *“Again, if they murder me it will only ac-
centuate, only spread what T am trying to teach.”

Raemaecker is in America for an indefinite stay and his
drawings, of the style that eaused the Kaiser to place a
price on his head will shortly appear in American news-
papers and magazines.
