FRENCH SCHOOL MISTRESS
RECEIVES WAR CROSS

Paris, July 20. (By Mail) (Unit
ed Press) Quesmy, a little village
north of the Oise, counts July 7, 1917,
as the proudest day in its modest
annals. On that day a French gen-- .
eral, with a guard of
in attendance came to pin the War
Cross on the breast of Madame Pelle- -

quer, the local schoolmistress and
mayor, for her gallant conduct.

Mme. Pellequer is one of those mod
est heroines whom France has reason
to be proud of. When tho war broke
out Mme. Pellequer was teaching
school in Quesmy, while her hus
band was similarly employed at the
neighboring village of Maucourt.
Her husband left for the front, and
she took over his pupils.

The Germans occupied Quesmy, and
found Mme. Pollequer installed as
mayor, maintaining order and attend-

ing to everything. She it was who
first refused to salute the invaders,
who, for onco, overlooked this insub
ordination,. '

Men in First
Draft to Be

Moved Soon
.Portland, Or. Aug. 18. The men

called out in the first draft from Ore-

gon will be mobilized within the state
directly under ,the supervision, of the
local exemption boards in each county.

Each local board will attend person-
ally to the assembling, subsistence,
and finally the entrainment for the
mobilization camp, of all the men
called to the colors from its county or
district. .

'

Plans of tho War Department pro-

vide for the mobilization of men drawn
in the first draft, in four install-

ments during September and early
October.

Thirty per cent of the net quota of
each county will be called out on Sep-

tember 16. Another 30 per cent is to
be called on September IS, a third 30

per cent on September 30, and tho
final 10 per cent as soon thereafter aTs

practicable.
After the men have reported at tho

point designated by their respective
local exemption boards, they will be
fed and provided with sleeping ac-

commodations by the boards, at the

expense of the Federal government.

They will be subject to the orders
of their board until, they are actually
entrained for the mobilization camp.
Disobedience will be punishable as se-

verely as disobedience to the orders of

a military officer.
So far as possible they will not be

called to assemble more than 24 hours

prior to the time set by the local board

for their entrainment. Transporta-
tion will be provided by the board.
